My name is Sam Constantino and I serve the Bishop as Director, Office of the Diaconate for the Diocese of Metuchen.  The 

purpose of my note is to invite you to read some questions and answers about the ministry of deacon.  They  are taken from 

Deacon Bill Ditewigôs book, ñ101 Questions and Answers about Deaconsò.  I will be running these articles during the next 

several months in preparation for the recruitment of men into the class of 2015.  I hope you find them informative.  If you 

have any questions, please call the Office of the Diaconate at (732) 562-1990, ext. 1710, or ext. 1711. 

Question #1:  Just Who and What is a Deacon Anyway? 

A Catholic deacon is a member of the clergy.  In the Catholic Church, ñthe clergyò consists of three groups of ordained min-

isters:  bishops, deacons, and priests.  While all members of the Church are called to minister to others by virtue of their 

baptism, some Catholics are also ordained to specific forms of ministry to the rest of the Church.  We refer to these or-

dained Catholic as ñclericsò or ñclergyò. 

The title ñdeaconò comes from the Greek word diakonos, which means ñservantò.  A deacon is permanently and publicly 

configured to Christ the Servant.  He shares in the overall pastoral responsibility of the bishop to care for all of the people in 

the diocese, and he becomes an integral part of the clerical structure of the Church, in partnership with priests, serving the 

needs of the entire diocese.
